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‘Drunk Driving.  Over the Limit. Under Arrest.’ 
Aggressive Impaired Driving Crackdown Seeks to Save Lives 

 

[Newark, OH] – Drunk driving is one of America’s deadliest crimes. In 2005, nearly 13,000 

people were killed in highway crashes involving a driver or motorcycle operator with an illegal 

blood alcohol concentration (BAC) of .08 or higher. The picture for motorcycle operators is 

particularly bleak. Forty-one percent of the 1,878 motorcycle operators who died in single-

vehicle crashes in 2005 had BAC levels of .08 or higher.   
 
Driving with a BAC of .08 or higher is illegal in every state. Yet we continue to see far too many 
people suffer debilitating injuries and loss of their loved ones as a result of impaired driving.  
 
It’s important to remember, however, that much of the tragedy that comes from drunk driving could 
be prevented if everyone would take these few simple precautions:  
 

 If you are planning to drink alcohol with friends, designate a sober driver before going out 

and give that person your keys;  

 If you’re impaired, call a taxi, use mass transit or call a sober friend or family member to 

get you home safely; 

 Promptly report drunk drivers you see on the roadways to law enforcement call              

1-800-GRAB-DUI; 

 Wear your seat belt while in a car or use a helmet and protective gear when on a 

motorcycle as these are your best defenses against an impaired driver; 

 And remember, if you know someone who is about to drive or ride while impaired, take 

their keys and help them make other arrangements to get to where they are going safely.

Violators often face jail time, the loss of their driver’s license, higher insurance rates, 
attorney fees, time away from work, and dozens of other expenses.
